Always have valve oil or extra reeds for every performance
Brass instruments should be polished before each performance

Woodwind instruments should be swabbed out before each parfoenfcheck screws & pads)
Percussion instruments should be cleaned. Tension should be checked before each perfo
Guard equipment should be inspected artped if necessary before each performance

6) Schedule conflicts with sports will be deaith on an individual basis. Our performances
will override any practices you may have with a spdfarching band is a classports are

not. YOU are required to notify the director and coach of any conflicts prior to the day of th
conflict.
